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Arrival
Please arrive between 7am and 7.15am in order to register in time for kick off at 8am prompt.   When you arrive, please register (see below) and then set up camp near your first game pitch.   If you can, do or would like to arrive early and help us set up 54 sets of goalposts please do!    
Location
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We are on the large open area of the common in between Clapham Common tube station and the Windmill pub, west of the ponds and south west of the basketball court.

Transport

We would recommend that players arrive by public transport as parking is limited.   Some of the roads near the common – including Windmill Drive – have free parking at the weekends if you can find a space.  


Clapham Common can be accessed within easy walking distance on Clapham Common and Clapham South Tube Stations (Northern Line).  

Buses can be caught from Clapham Junction train station (37, 35 and 345) to Clapham Common northside. Players travelling from Balham station can catch Northern Line trains or buses (155/249).

Registration

Registration will take place underneath the big tree circled on the map above.   Team captains should visit the registration desk where they will be given their registration form with a disclaimer to be signed by each player.   Captains must then get signatures from each player and return the form to the registration table, upon which they will be given their folder with match schedules and wristbands. 
The folder will include a map of the pitches which will be colour-coded to make them easier to find.   All of each teams games in each of the first two rounds will take place in the same coloured pitch zone, so once you are registered, please set up camp near this zone and start warming up.   Teams will then be called in for instruction over the PA system.

Gazebos
TackleAfrica will provide pop up 3m x 3m gazebos for shelter and shade.   Note that there will be one gazebo for every two teams so be ready to share!   When you are registered, pick up a gazebo from one of the vans and erect it near your coloured pitch zone.  

Wristbands

All registered players will need to wear their wristbands all day.  No player that doesn’t register in the morning will be permitted to play.

If your team, or any of your players, have not arrived and been registered by 8am we will kick off without you and you will forfeit any match fixtures that you are not able to fulfil.

If your wristband breaks, go to the marquee with your broken wristband for a replacement.

Any team found fielding unregistered players will risk having their results overturned.  This is because it contravenes our insurance policy, as well as being unfair on other teams.

If one of your players turns up late under exceptional circumstances, you need to let us know at registration, and then speak to Paul Fitzimmons in the data caravan who is authorised to consider special cases.  However he will not be easily convinced.

Finish
The final round of games should kick off at approximately 8.30pm.   After these games we will request each team to pack down the goalposts from the pitch on which they have played their final game and bring them to the van, after which we will do the trophy presentations and finish up.
If you’d like to stay and help us pack everything away this would be greatly appreciated – either way we invite you to join us for a much deserved and highly inadvisable drink at the Windmill on the Common which is a short stumble from the pitches.
